Head East (the equivalent of left) off the roundabout, for about 2 miles, and look for 
signs for DHMS and DHHS on your right; DHHS is the really big one to the West of the 
middle school. 1 Acts will be on Friday, IEs on Saturday; see the attached schedule for 
specifics. 
I really apologize to the "closer" schools doing 1 Act plays for the fact that I scheduled 
them earlier in the day.  The fears you harbor of being forgotten in the shuffle of 9 
productions will, I hope, be allayed by my assurance that we have GREAT judges who 
will give everyone a fair shake (and who would, in any case, be as fatigued by the later 
productions as they would be unmindful of the earlier ones).  Several distant schools have 
asked to go later in the day so that they won't have to board buses at midnight or pay for 
motels.  The line-up of shows looks terrific, so break legs, everyone get Superiors, and 
please let me know if you have a problem with the itinerary. 
The DH stage is huge with plenty of offstage space, and good access through loading 
doors at the rear of the school. 
We should have plenty of IE judges from the SUU Theater Arts student pool; we'll 
counsel them to be kind as well as fair.  In the event that we come up a little short on 
numbers here, please ask any chaperones you bring if they would be prepared to help 
judge in a pinch. 
The handsome Mike Eaton, of Desert Hills renown, will have Festival T-shirts 
hamburgers, hot dogs, drinks and chips to sell to your kids.  He also will have a 
continental breakfast on Sat. a.m.  I will have snacks for coaches on Friday, and snacks 
and lunch for you on Sat.  We'll need your help in the TAB room, so please feel welcome 
there!  Mike may also have sand volleyball and other pleasant (non-narcotic) diversions 
available for the kids.
